Road Safety
Discussions have continued with Councillor Jenny Mackay, State MP Peter Wellington and the Department re the need for sped control, improved lighting and ultimately traffic lights at the intersection of Blackall Street and the Nambour Connection Road. This year we have seen; 
· The installation of the "Flashing Speed Sign" which appears to have slowed traffic down.  
· Lighting infrastructure being put in place for both overhead lighting and possible traffic lights. 
· The launch of Road Safety Day, in memory of Jessica and Grace Radio Rhema and the whole street decorated in pink and purple.
· A bursary for a Childs book to be donated to the Woombye Library each year until the girls 18th Birthday.

Anzac Day
The WC&B Association arranged seating to be provided for those who needed it first thing on a cold morning!  We also laid a beautiful wreath lovingly crafted by Lindy.

Heritage Trail Successful grant application
The WC&B Association Committee agreed to a Heritage Trail Project This project is planned to be implemented in three stages Stage One: Data collection 2009 2010 Stage Two: Design concept 2010 2011 Stage Three: Implementation 2010 2011

We were successful in obtaining Sunshine Coast Regional Council Grant of$1,000 towards stage One of the Woombye Heritage Trail Project; Data Collection.
 
The planned data collection event took place as planned in September, bit in a scaled down manner as there was a clash with the Road Safety Day, Pioneer Day, Bush Poet night and the Woombye School 125th Celebrations. Donation of the Woombye Community Notice Board
 The work of the Committee to design and place an aesthetic pleasing notice board was well under way when the Woombye community were presented a Community Notice Board by the Woombye Community Bank.  The WC&B Association agreed to take on responsibility for the installation, the process of placing ads and the day to day upkeep (thanks Damien). 
An arrangement made with the Sunshine Valley News to control the advertisement of commercial and household goods, whereby they are only put on the notice board if advertising in the paper.   This solves two issues one of the effort and time ...Sunshine Valley Marketing Managers emails to Damien weekly and the other of  Damien not having to refuse any inappropriate ads.

Black Myrtle Ball
This aim of this event was to support our local Opportunity Shops and create friendships in the Woombye district.  I believe this event was a great success with our main thanks to Queen Lindy, who almost put this on single handed, I can only see this getting bigger and greater!  The hall was nearly filled to capacity, there was lots of fun and friendships forged and we made a profit!

Lantern Workshop
We were able to apply and receive a federal Arts subsidy, awarded to community art projects.  We received a 50% subsidy for the Lantern Workshop.

The workshop was very well attended, with the creation of 60 hand held lanterns and 4 large guiding lanterns.  A special thanks to Pamela Denise our artist and the Nicola and Kylie (Woombye Childcare Centre) for their time and use of their art studio.
The Woombye Community Bank has contributed to the cost of materials in return for the joint naming rights of the Lantern Walk.
